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Tournament Director Responsibilities
1. When the teams arrive at the field, meet with team representatives for “home” team coin flip.

2. Determine fitness of the playing field before the game starts. (After the game starts, the umpire determines the fitness for continuation of play.)
3. Review each affidavit for proper signature.
4. At pregame conference, review with coaches and umpires, which pitchers are not eligible to pitch in the game.
5. Review ground rules with coaches and umpires.
6. Advise that any protest has to be resolved before continuing play.
7. Collect game contributions (preferably after the second inning). If collections are not made, hosting team is responsible for mailing a $75 check.
8. Fill out collection report sheet.
9. After the game is over, review pitching records, sign affidavits, and return them to the teams.

10. Call game results and collection total to Raymond Brassard at 866- 8000 (leave the message on the machine).

Tournament Protest Procedure 

The procedures for handling any protest of a Tournament Rule or Regulation in the International Tournament are in the appropriate Rulebook. It is the right of each manager to suspend play in the International Tournament until his/her protest is heard. However, in the case of a protest involving a playing rule the manager relinquishes this right by continuing play and the protest is no longer valid.

 Mandatory play rule: has to be protested before umpires leave the playing field.
